Description of major: 
 
Incorporating other fields such as art, history, languages, popular culture, and communications, film studies offers the 
student extensive possibilities for experience and knowledge. Film studies majors learn to analyze, synthesize and 
discern important information—they learn to read and write effectively and look at the world with a critical eye, but most 
importantly, the film studies major develops a critical and audio-visual literacy. In a culture that increasingly relies on 
visual information, a comprehension of how meaning grows out of the moving image becomes essential to various 
areas of society.
