Description of major:  The field of physics analyzes the structure and matter and the way physics interact with various 
forms of energy such as heat, light, sound, electricity, and magnetism.  From research, physicists construct theories and 
formulate laws to explain how the universe works.   Most physicists engage in research and development such as optics, 
acoustics, electronics, and nuclear or plasma physics.  Others combine physics with a related science such as 
geophysics, astrophysics, or biophysics. 
 
Regardless of your career choice, increase your marketability to employers through internships, related work experience, 
good grades, and involvement in college activities. Visit the Career Center at your campus to research this field.  Talk to 
people employed in these occupations and meet with an Academic Advisor to develop an academic plan for this major.
