Dropping and Withdrawing 

·Dropping means that you have removed a class 
from your schedule before the add/drop period is 
over.

·Withdrawing means that you have formally 
chosen to no longer attend a class on your 
schedule.  This takes place after the add/drop 
period is over. 



Withdrawing

ÁYou will receive a ñWò on your transcript.

ÁCounts as an attempt.

ÁSomeone would usually withdraw if they have 
been absent from class more than 10 hours of 
class (or more than what is stated on syllabus) 
or are doing poorly in the class.

ÁIt is not your professorôs responsibility to 
withdraw you from a class.

Transcripts

· If this is your first semester at PBCC, you are given one 
semester to have your transcripts, both high school, 
GED or Foreign Equivalent, and any college, sent to us 
through the mail.

· However, those of you that are applying for financial 
aid will be required to have your high school transcript 
here before your FAFSA can be processed.

·Make sure to continue checking your registration 
holds area on PantherWeb until all of your 
transcripts are received by PBCC; otherwise, you 
will not be able to register for classes in the 
following semester.

About the TABE ïTest of Adult Basic Education

Each PSAV program has its individual TABE requirement 
and may require additional tests. Consult with an academic 
advisor or program manager for test information about 
your specific program.

The TABE test consists of 4 sections:

Reading

Language

Math Computation

Applied Math

Students with documented physical or learning disabilities are urged 

to contact the PBCC Disabilities Support Services office BEFORE

taking any standardized test.  Contact Jelecia Kirk at 868-3046.



Depending on the program requirement, students 
are required to take the TABE Complete Battery or

the TABE Survey.

TABE Complete Battery

50 questions in reading

55 questions in language

40 questions in math computation

50 questions in applied math

The test is timed: 3 hours .

TABE Survey

25 questions in reading

25 questions in language

25 questions in math computation

25 questions in applied math

The test is timed: 1 hr. 30 min.

Cost: $15.00 (one price)

The TABE may be taken at any PBCC 

campus testing center.



Students who do not pass the TABE have two options:

1. Do nothing and wait 30 days to retake it. (You retake only the 

section(s) that you did not pass.)

2. Get remediation from the Vocational Prep Lab and retake it 

before 30 days.  TABE remediation is provided at PBCC Lake 

Worth, PBCC Belle Glade, and PBCC Boca Raton.

Three scores needing evaluation by 

an academic advisor or program 

manager are:

Reading

Language

Total Math
(average of Math Comp. and Appl. Math)

Although remediation for the NFSI, BAT, and TEAS tests are not 

provided, the skills covered during TABE remediation will be 

helpful for other tests that evaluate reading, writing, and  math 

skills.



The Vocational Prep Instruction Lab (VPI)

The VPI Lab: 
× Provides short classes in reading, math, or language for 

students who do not meet the TABE requirement for their 

programs. Classes are short - from 9 days to 15 days. Classes are 

on rotation throughout the year.

×Provides teacher instruction and computer assisted learning.

×Classes are small, informal, and relaxed. 

×Extra individualized tutoring can be given at no extra cost.

×Students can repeat a course within the same semester at no 

extra cost.

VPI 0300 Language

Cost: $30.00 per course                   

Workbook: under $20.00
